The soul that will go to Confession and receive Holy Communion shall obtain complete forgiveness of sins 
and punishment. On that day all the divine floodgates through which graces flow are opened. Let no soul 
fear to draw near to Me, even though its sins be as scarlet. My mercy is so great that no mind, be it of 
man or of angel, will be able to fathom it throughout all eternity. Everything that exists has come forth 
from the very depths of My most tender mercy. Every soul in its relation to Me will contemplate My love 
and mercy throughout eternity. The Feast of Mercy emerged from My very depths of tenderness. It is My 
desire that it be solemnly celebrated on the first Sunday after Easter. Mankind will not have peace until it 
turns to the Fount of My Mercy."

SPECIAL GRACES AND PLENARY INDULGENCE 

On June 29, 2002, in a decree of the Apostolic Penitentiary, the Holy Father Pope John Paul II granted 
a plenary indulgence to the devout observance of the Second Sunday of Easter, “Divine Mercy Sunday.” 
The decree offers a plenary indulgence, granted under the usual conditions (sacramental confession, 
Eucharistic communion and prayer for the intentions of Supreme Pontiff) to the faithful who, on the 
Second Sunday of Easter or Divine Mercy Sunday, in any church or chapel, in a spirit that is completely 
detached from the affection for a sin, even a venial sin, take part in the prayers and devotions held in 
honor of Divine Mercy, or who, in the presence of the Blessed Sacrament exposed or reserved in the 
tabernacle, recite the Our Father and the Creed, adding a devout prayer to the merciful Lord Jesus (i.e. 
"Merciful Jesus, I trust in you!").
